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. The advantages gained by our youth from Apprentices’ Libraries,
are not confined to the spot in which they are located. Such is
the extent of our territory, that great inducements are held out to
migration. He who leaves the home of his fathers to settle in the
wilderness, has many trials and hardships to undergo, that will be
greatly alleviated by the power of looking into the stores of knowl-
edge he has treasured up ; his usefulness and importance as a mem-
ber of the new community will be in proportion to this knowledge ;
he will look back with kindly feelings to the spot he has left, and
reflect with gratitude, on the advantages he has derived from its
liberal institutions : thus, a spirit of attachment will be generated
between the new and the old states—the bonds of our union strength-
ened—the honor and prosperity of our country augmented as our
settlements extend.

Facts abundantly prove the correctnegs of this position. We have
only to look to our sister states of ew-England for a complete
proof, that a well organized system of general instruction, insures
the virtue, public spirit and prosperity.of the people to whom it is
extended.

Trace the descendants of the pilgrims over this widely extended
republic ; whetlier inhabiting the comparatively unproductive soil on
which ’ ancestors first planted the standard of religion and free-
dom, or those more fertile but less cultivated spots whither they

*ve wandeved, and you find them the same enterprising, orderly

3 ople, before whose skill and industry the forest bows ; by whose

© ereative hand deserts and solitary places are converted into luxuri-
ant meads and smiling villages. . ‘

Trace them in the west, and you find them spreading civiliza-
tion and christianity, where but yesterday, no sound met the ear of
its savage inhabitants, but the mumur of its streams, the roaring
of its cataracts, or the howlings of the wolf and the panther. Fol-
Jow them to New-York, and you find them sharing her extensive
commerce, improving her agriculture, stimulating her benevolent
institutions, ,contributikg to her advancement in arts, adorning her .
bar, influencing her councils, and finally, assisting and encouraging
her to teach her vast inland seas to mingle their waves with the tide
of the Atlantic. o

Seek for the causes of their unparalleled success ; inquire how
men, whose physical means were comparatively limited, have been
enabled to undertake and carry into successful operation schemes,
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
